Prime Quarter in 

Milwaukee. 
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Welcome to the June Flypaper. The 
summer flying season is officially 
here, even if things have been a little 
chilly as of late.  Pancake 
breakfasts, Young Eagles events 
and fly-ins are all over the calendar.  
If you havenôt already, this might be 
a good time to take a little dual 
instruction and knock some of the 
winter rust off your flying skills.  Even 
if you are not due for a biannual 
anytime soon, a little dual never hurt 
anyone, and has certainly helped a 
lot of people and probably saved 
some lives. There are several CFIs 
and aspiring CFIs in the chapter who 
would be glad to help you out. 
 
As chapter president, I am always on 
the lookout for ways to make the 
chapter better.  I donôt mean making 
any dramatic changes, just little 
things like lining up speakers for 
chapter programs, coming up with 
chapter activities and the like.  As 
part of this, I made a goal for myself 
for 2009 to get out to some other 
area chapter meetings, to meet 
members and officers from those 
chapters, and to see what other 
chapters are doing that we might be 
able to use.  Iôm certainly not above 
stealing anyoneôs good ideas! 
 
Anyways, in the first half of this year 
I managed to make it out to two 
other chapter meetings.  Chapter 
897 meets at Dodge County- 
Juneau, and Chapter 320 is the 
Watertown chapter, and I visited 
both of them on their regular meeting 
days.  I had a chance to meet with 
and talk to the officers and members 
of both groups and share some 
ideas.  Chapter 897 in particular is a 
relatively vibrant group, having just 
completed a chapter hangar project 
and organized a pancake breakfast 
event.  At the Watertown meeting, I 
spent quite a bit of time with some of 

the chapter officers talking about 
various aspects of running a chapter.  
The leadership of that group 
recognizes that their chapter has 
gotten to a place where they are 
somewhat stagnant, and they are 
looking for ways to revitalize their 
chapter.  I told them about some of 
the things that we are doing as a 
chapter, and I invited them to come 
to our June meeting to see how we 
run things, and I expect that several 
of them will be coming to the 
meeting. 
   
One thing that I noted from both 
meetings is that there is a lot of 
ñbusinessò discussed during the 
meetings, and this can really drag 
things down.  The reason that we 
publish the meeting minutes and 
treasurers report in the Flypaper, 
and that we have a separate board 
meeting prior to the general meeting, 
is to get those ñbusinessò issues out 
of the way, so we can spend our 
meeting time on the fun stuff.  I think 
this issue alone is one of the big 
reasons that we have had the 
success that we have- our meetings 
are fun, and members want to come 
to them.  Many of us spend enough 
of our professional lives in 
ñmeetingsò so that the word itself has 
a certain stigma in our minds.  I donôt 
want our meetings to ever be 
dreaded or thought of in that way. 
Now, I donôt want to come across as 
boastful, or looking down on other 
chapters, because I am certainly not.  
But, folks, we have an awful lot to be 
proud of here at Chapter 18.  
Sometimes you donôt have a full 
appreciation for what you have until 
it is put into perspective.  As 
president, I recognize that I am 
standing on the shoulders of better 
than half a century worth of previous 
chapter leaders, going all the way 
back to Paul himself.  And I certainly 

recognize than when I was elected, I 
inherited what was already a very 
good chapter.  The leadership of any 
organization leaves their own mark 
(good or bad) on the group, and an 
EAA chapter is no different.  EAA 
chapters come in a wide variety of 
shapes and sizes, with vastly 
different strengths and issues.  
Some chapters are more geared 
towards social activities than ours is. 
Some of them have their own very 
nice facilities, which can and does 
create a whole new set of issues to 
be dealt with.  In my view, Chapter 
18 is really about two things- 1) 
building/ flying airplanes, and 2) 
flying Young Eagles.  As president, I 
am doing my best to emphasize 
these two areas, with heavy 
emphasis on the homebuilding part.  
Events like the Project Patrol, 
builderôs workshops and an 
emphasis on building- oriented 
chapter programs are the main 
areas that I am trying to accomplish 
this.  So far it seems to have worked, 
as we have had several new projects 
started by chapter members, and 
several new members with new 
projects as well. 
 
My view and the principles that 
dictate how I try to make things 
work, is this: focus on these two 
ñcore competenciesò and avoid 
getting bogged down in other issues; 
and do everything we can to make 
our meetings and events fun.  If we 
stick with those principles, I think we 
will continue to have success as a 
chapter and will continue to be 
looked at by other chapters as a 
model of how to run a chapter.
