Chapter Workshop Article 
 

The 2nd annual Chapter 18 
Builders Workshop will be 
held on Saturday, April 17th 
at 8:00AM.  The location will 
be the same as last year, 
that being my hangar at the 
East Troy Airport.  To get to 
my hangar, enter the FBO 
parking lot off Hwy L, turn left 
and follow the service road to 
the gate.  The gate code is 
0826* (think of the main 
runway, 08/26) and my 
hangar is B5, which is down 
the first row inside the gate.  
There is parking just outside 
the gate, as well as two rows 
east of my hangar.  Please 
donôt block the taxiways 
when you park.  Below is a 
map of the airport and the 
location of my hangar for 
your reference. 
 
We will start at 8:00AM with 
a short ground school on 
welding basics and safety, 
then get right to the hands-
on good stuff.  Please bring a 
pair of safety glasses if you 
have them (if not we will 
have some) and if you have 
some gas welding goggles 
(shade 5 or so, not an 
electric welding helmet) bring 

those as well.  Students will 
be able to practice the basics 
of welding, starting with 
running a bead on flat stock, 
butt welding and T-welding, 
and finally actual tube 
welding.  Additionally, youôll 
get to learn and practice tube 
shaping techniques using a 
variety of tools and methods.
